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Paste in your horse pic here.

This sculpture by Luis Jimenez is outside the museum’s entrance.  Once you go in the museum, find another image of a horse that you like.  Take a picture (some exhibitions specify no photography, so ask a guard if it’s okay) to paste into your final document and provide the artist, title, date, material, and accession number indicated on the label. [Accession numbers are cataloging numbers usually given on the label. ie:  1989.5.67]
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Find this installation by James Hampton in the Folk Art galleries on the first floor. What conservation effort is currently under way?  Write a sentence or two explaining the process.  
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This assemblage is located on the first floor of the museum. What is the artist’s name and the object’s title; and what letters appear on the license plate from the artist’s home state?  
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What is unusual about the museum’s display of Albert Bierstadt’s painting Sierra Nevada, California on the second floor?  Why do you think the museum exhibit it this way (Hint: there may be more than one answer to this second question)
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Find this painting by Thomas Hart Benton in the galleries on the second floor. Choose another work that’s nearby.  Take a picture/provide object label info, and write a sentence or two explaining why you think the curator exhibited these two objects close together.  
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This is a meditation exercise:  Stand in front of Nam June Paik’s Zen for Television in the Media Arts gallery on the 3rd floor.  Look at the work for one minute.  For the first 30 seconds, write down everything you notice; and for the second thirty seconds, try to focus only on the image shown on the screen.  When time’s up, write down if you were successful in clearing your mind, or if not, what other thoughts interfered with your meditation 
There are several special exhibitions currently on view at SAAM and the National Portrait Gallery.  Choose one to walk through and write a couple of sentences about why you chose it and what object you liked best (add a photo if allowed).  [NOTE:  you may expand on this answer to fulfill one of your weekly paper writing assignments.
